One strategy in our efforts to defend life is to encourage
the Supreme Court to review the Roe v. Wade decision. Our
larger purpose is to proclaim God’s Kingdom so clearly and to
trust God’s love so deeply that no one ever chooses abortion
again.

We are Christ’s body, called to live Christ’s mission. Our
participation in the political arena is an important element of our
proclamation of the Kingdom. Exercising our right to vote is a
piece of the larger puzzle. But the powers and principalities will
not be gathered to the heart of Christ by debate, diplomacy or
even activism. It is only by our love for one another and our
love for them that we will find our way together. They, too, are
members of Christ’s body.

Let our prayer for life renew our commitment to love.

The Jubilee Year of Mercy

What is Human Trafficking?

In the past decade, human trafficking has emerged as
on of the fastest-growing criminal activities in the
world. This modern-day form of slavery claims an
estimated 20.9 million victims internationally and is a
serious violation of human rights. Traffickers use vio-
lence, debt bondage, and other forms of coercion to
manipulate victims into engaging in commercial sex
acts or labor services against their will. Though
awareness of and concern about this industry have in-
creased in recent years, human trafficking is consist-
ently underreported sue to its covert nature, low com-
munity awareness, lack of law enforcement, limited
resources for victim recovery, and social blaming of
victims.

Human Trafficking in the United States

Contrary to popular belief, human trafficking also oc-
curs domestically, and it is a growing problem for eve-
ry US state. Federal reports estimate that 14, 500-
17,500 victims are trafficked into the US annually,
excluding the number of victims who are trafficked
within the country each year. The National Traffick-
ing Resource Center reported that of cases reported in
the US from 2007-2012, 41% of sex trafficking cases
and 20% of labor trafficking cases identified US citi-
zens as victims.

Current Efforts to End Human Trafficking

The main federal legislation in the US used to combat
trafficking is the Trafficking Victims Protection Act
(TVPA). TVPA was recently reauthorized as part of
the Violence Against Women Reauthorization Act in
2013. The law includes invaluable specialist services
for survivors of human trafficking, grants prosecutors
new tools to go after traffickers for exploiting others,
and enhances partnerships with focus countries to pro-
tect children and prevent child trafficking.

Much work is still left to be done at the state level. All
states should have statutes in place that address protec-
tion of victims, prosecution, and prevention. Protec-
tion must include provisions that cover safe harbor,
victim assistance, civil remedies, the ability to vacate
convictions for survivors, and strict hotline posting
requirements.
