As we were preparing for the dedication of Assumption church in February, 2005, we knew that even as we were building a home for all who
would come here to worship, it was important that we find a way to reach out generously to the poor on a global level.

The Growing Project works like this...Catholic Relief Services and Foods Resource Bank identify some of the poorest communities in the world
and work with them to decide what would be needed for them to grow their own food. Individuals donate financially to the project and it is then
sent to our farming partners. The farmers use this money to purchase seed, fuel, fertilizer, etc. Farmers also donate their land, time, and hard
work. They then sell their crops and send the money to CRS/FRB for implementation of a project that we help to choose. We maintain this urban
and rural community partnership because after crops are sold, our money has typically quadrupled! And 100% of all the proceeds you donate go
directly to the project.

It is important that we give a hand up, not a hand out. It is important that the poor are given education to grow the crops that will flourish on their
land, and that it meet the nutritional needs of their communities. We pray this will ultimately lead to a sense of dignity in providing for their fam-

ilies.
