During the month of September our elementary school classrooms 
STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math) were challenged to cre-
ate a “cake” using whatever supplies they wanted.  The “cake” idea comes 
from the 250th anniversary celebration of St. Louis.  The cake had to be tiered 
but could be any shape or size.  Many classrooms used this opportunity to 
make a “cake” that could also do some good in the community.  
 

Our 1st grade created “saints” out of can-goods they brought from home and 
then donated them to St. Vincent DePaul.  Our 2nd grade created a “diaper 
cake” and donated the baby items to a crisis nursery.  Our Kindergarten made a 
“cake” with tissues, toothpaste and other personal hygiene supplies and do-
nated their “cake” to St. Vincent DePaul as well.   
 

Other “cakes” incorporated our school theme of Unity—our 7th grade “cake” 
included a picture of each child celebrating their own birthday, our 3rd grade 
included a favorite story or book they enjoy reading and our 4-6 grade “cakes” 
shared a theme of community as a classroom of learners working together to 
embrace each other’s uniqueness. 
 

And finally, our 8th grade and K-5 Science classroom “cakes” showed how we 
should care for all of God’s creation.

Persons being sponsored are usually 
provided with a Christmas gift or 
two, possibly some household items, 
and a food basket.  Sponsorships can 
be open or closed.  Open sponsor-
ships involve both parties meeting 
each other in person.  With Closed-
sponsorship, both parties are kept 
anonymous. SVDP coordinates 
matching parties together and per-
forms the delivery of items for 
Closed-sponsors.

Please fill out the form 
to notify SVDP of your willingness 
to sponsor a family or person for 
Christmas.  Forms are located on the 
St Vincent DePaul table in the Nar-
thex of church or you may pick one 
up at the parish office.  
Forms must be submitted 
by November 15. 
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Baptismal Preparation Class 
All parents are required to participate 
in a class of Pre-Baptismal instruc-
tion before having their child/
children baptized at Assumption.  
For expectant parents it is often 
better to attend this class before baby 
is born.
