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Life, Peace and Justice:
Living the Gospel of Joy

How Can I be Peaceful
When I am So Angry?

It’s a peculiar thing we do, as Catholics... at every Mass,
we lift up a perfect, whole host — consecrated as the
Risen Body of Christ — and we fracture it, break it into
pieces, while singing “Have mercy on us... grant us
peace.”

Everywhere we look, we see a broken Christ: wars, hu-
man trafficking, terrorism, famine, corruption, red states
and blue states and other divisions, etc. All of this pain
streams from the wounded, broken Body of Christ...

Prophets, teachers, leaders of faith throughout time
seem to agree on two themes: 1) Peace doesn’t just
“happen” and 2) true peace cannot be attained (or main-
tained) through violence. Because we often turn to the
medical community to heal our physical pain and bro-
kenness, we may think that spiritual brokenness must be
healed by something outside of ourselves: if she would
Jjust apologize, then I would have peace... if they would
invite to be a part of this or that... if | just had this
amount of money... if I just looked more like this... just
had this “thing”... this job... this security... this progno-
sis... if these people would just think this way or agree
with me on that topic... if these countries just didn’t ex-
ist... etc... etc... etc... then I would have peace.

But, Jesus tells us over and over that our sense of peace
doesn’t come from outside of us. Peace is an “inside”
job. In Jesus’ time, He constantly had to remind His dis-
ciples that peace wouldn’t come from the destruction of
the Roman Empire, from excluding the sick, the poor,
the sinner, the foreigner. Peace — the fullness of the
Kingdom of God — was only going to come from the dis-
ciples’ love for God and love for others. The reality is no
different for us today... the work of faith is no differ-
ent... the line in the Our Father “Thy Kingdom come on
earth” is exactly the same words Jesus taught His disci-
ples to pray.

November 09, 2014

All of our feelings are holy... even our fear, our anger,
our frustration. The work of faith is about moving past
those feelings that separate us from God, from others, or
from ourselves. Every day, we are given chances to heal
our spirits and enhance the fountain of peace roaring
within us: what we choose to watch, how we spend our
free time, the stories we share, the time we give to pray-
er, the work we do to move past our anger—to forgive
or be forgiven, the work we do to learn what fills us
with joy—something that isn’t dependent on someone
other than myself and doesn’t come at someone’s ex-
pense.

This weekend, we hear about Jesus’ anger and His ef-
forts to restore a balance. He drives out the sellers in the
Temple because peace cannot be purchased. It does not
come from “outside”. This is how passionate Jesus is
about making sure we know that peace is an inside job.
There is no substitute for the peace that God gives. We
just have to be willing to seek it... to do the work neces-
sary to build it up within us. “Do you not know that you
are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwells
in you? Like Jesus, we are more than likely going to
feel difficult emotions — anger, loss, pain — we are going
to receive troubling news. In our own local community,
we’re soon to hear a grand jury verdict surrounding the
events in Ferguson. [s my commitment to peace depend-
ent on the outcome? Regardless of the verdict, how will
my response bring Christ to the world?

Prayer: Silence in me, O God, every voice that isn’t
You. In You alone I find my Peace. Shine through my
thoughts, words, and actions that everyone around me
may see Your peace at work in my life. Amen.

What can I do? LEARN: Read or Watch Archbishop
Carlson’s call to peace: http://archstl.org/peace GIVE:
take a walk through the neighborhood with a bag, pick-
ing up all the trash, and praying a blessing for those who
left the trash behind, PRAY: From now until Thanksgiv-
ing, end every day by writing down 5 things for which I
am grateful, without repeating any.
