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Thanksgiving 2016 - Let’s Celebrate Thanksgiving Day

Join us on Thursday, November 24, and we will once again have a special
Eucharistic celebration at 9:00am. It is special in several ways. First let this
day be a reminder that “Eucharist” means “thanksgiving”. It seems then that
taking part in the Eucharist on Thanksgiving Day is a most appropriate way of
celebrating this holiday. We hope that you will join us.

Secondly, you are invited to bring gifts for the poor. These can be money or
the usual items you bring for the St. Vincent de Paul Society. On this day DO
