Stewardship: A grateful Response
to God's Love

God reveals his perfect and infinite
love for us most visibly in His Son,
Jesus Christ. A steward makes God's
love visible by imitating Jesus. The more deeply one
grows in love for God, the more one grows in heart to
see stewardship as a way of life, a way of love, imitating
God's love for us. Stewards see everything good as gifts
received from God and they respond in gratitude with the
gift of self.

Hospitality - Christian Kindness

“When [ was a stranger, you welcomed me.” Matt 25:35
Jesus Christ teaches that whenever we welcome one of
the least of our sisters and brothers, we welcome Christ
Himself. Parishioners of a stewardship parish need to
see the face of Christ in one another. A stewardship par-
ish is a welcoming parish regarless of the parish de-
mographics: large or small - urban, suburban or rural.

Prayer - A Heart to Heart with God

“Prayer is as necessary to our souls as food is to our bod-
ies” from Characteristics of a Christian Steward

Prayer and the sacraments dispose a soul to receive
God's abundant graces, which are necessary to grow in
holiness. It is through prayer that we nurture our person-
al relationship with Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

Formation - Continuous Conversion

“Being a disciple is not just something else to do, along-
side many other things suitable for Christians, it is a
total way of life and requires continuing conversion.”
