The Jubilee Year of Mercy

“Patient and merciful.” These words often go together in
the Old Testament to describe God’s nature. His being
merciful is concretely demonstrated in his many actions
throughout the history of salvation where his goodness
prevails over punishment and destruction. In a special
way the Psalms bring to the fore the grandeur of his mer-
ciful action: “He forgives all your iniquity, he heals all
your diseases, he redeems your life from the pit, and he
crowns you with steadfast love and mercy” (Ps 103:3-4).

Another psalm, in an even more explicit way, attests to
the concrete signs of his mercy: “He executes justice for
the oppressed; he gives food to the hungry. The Lord sets
the prisoners free; the Lord opens the eyes of the blind.
The Lord lifts up those who are bowed down; the Lord
loves the righteous. The Lord watches over the sojourn-
ers, he upholds the widow and the fatherless; but the way
of the wicked he brings to ruin” (Ps 146:7-9). Here are
some other expressions of the Psalmist: “He heals the
brokenhearted, and binds up their wounds... The Lord
lifts up the downtrodden, he casts the wicked to the
ground” (Ps 147:3, 6). In short, the mercy of God is not
an abstract idea, but a concrete reality with which he re-
veals his love as of that of a father or a mother, moved to
the very depths out of love for their child. It is hardly an
exaggeration to say that this is a “visceral” love. It gush-
es forth from the depths naturally, full of tenderness and
compassion, indulgence and mercy. — Francis, Bishop of
Rome, Servant of the Servants of God

¥ and Restorative Justice
pi ™ The Call to Mercy, the Model of
Dorothy Day

Dorothy Day, founder of the Catholic Worker movement,
declared the “Catholic Workers’ rule is the Works of Mer-
cy.” A convert who had a turbulent young adulthood, Dor-
othy had made negative choices in her youth. She later
declared that she had been shown great forgiveness and
mercy by God, and she felt compelled to offer mercy to
others. The Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy be-
came the context of her ministry to the homeless and her
ongoing work to transform systems and structures so jus-
tice and peace could flourish and mercy could be shown to
all members of the human family.

“Everything a baptized person does every day should be
directly or indirectly related to the Corporal and Spiritual
Works of Mercy.” — Dorothy Day

Dorothy’s desire for the human family reminds us of three
essential elements of the common good: respect for the
individual, the social well-being and development of the
group, and peace which results from the stability of a just
society. The common good is the goal of political life, the
good of the city, and the task entrusted to civic leaders.

Advent Mediation on Our Global Duty: Common good
responsibility is not just about “my country.” The Church
speaks of a universal common good resulting from the in-
creasing human interdependence of globalization. Accord-
ing to Pope Benedict, this common good and the effort to
achieve it must assume “the dimensions of the whole hu-
man family, that is to say, the community of peoples and
nations, in such a way as to shape the earthly city in unity
and peace, rendering it to some degree an anticipation and
a prefiguration of the undivided city of God.”
