Did you know?
In the fall of 1869, shortly after the fathers of i Fan
Catholic families discussed building a new St : i
Catholic School here, erecting the Church of the ‘ '
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary became
a reality.
At a meeting, everyone seemed enthusiastic about the idea,
until finances were considered, but the 25 leaders were
undaunted. Antoine Mispagel rose and said, “Talking will get : = P
us nowhere. We cannot build a church with words; we need Groub of Parish Buildings as They Appeared in February 1930
money. I will give $500. How much will you give, Joe?”
Joseph Pieper signed for $300. At the end of the meeting, $2,500 had been subscribed. Later a
gentleman from St. Louis donated 165,000 bricks, and Judge Arnold Krekel donated four acres of land.

Plans were submitted to Msgr. Henry Muehlsiepen, and Mr. Henry Kister signed the $6,500 contract
for contruction with the stipulation that the parishioners would supply the stone for the foundation,
brick for the building, and the sand and lime. The cornerstone was layed on Pentecost Monday in
1870, and in September 1871, ours was the first Catholic Church in O’Fallon.
