I donõt know if you know it, but for quite a few years, at every 
parish throughout the archdiocese, they have been counting the 
number of people attending Mass for three weeks during the 
month of October. The most dramatic fact about this over the 
last few years had been the dip that occurred during COVID 
restrictions (only 10 people in church for a couple months) and 
relaxation of our Sunday obligation (in 2020), and then the 
return later of the people and the obligation. As you can see from 
the chart, below the average Sunday Mass attendance at Assumption 
has pretty much gone back to what it was before COVID. 
   

It can also be interesting 
to look at the attendance 
at the different Masses 
over the years and week 
to week. Our 8am Mass 
attendance has been 
pretty rock steady for 
the last two years and 
how it compares to 2019, 
and this is from year to 
year as well as among 
the three weeks in each 
of the years.  The 

greatest change in attendance for any particular Mass time was for the Sunday 
5:30pm Mass. We just started that Mass in 2018, (0 attendance in 2017) where you 
can see it increased our overall attendance when it started, but also took some from 
our previously latest Sunday Mass at noon. But since COVID, while all of the Mass 
attendances have gone back up, the Sunday 5:30pm Mass has continued to grow 
and is now our second most attended Mass after the 10am Mass, which has also 
increased significantly over the last year. 
 

A goal of our parish has 
been to increase our Mass 
a t t en d an c e ,  w h i ch 
hopefully we continue to 
do, but also to specifically 
do so among younger 
people. The fact that our 
10am Mass, which is the 
most attended by our 
school and PSR families 
and also has our 
Childrenõs Liturgy of the 
Word, and our 5:30pm 
Mass, which is more 
targeted towards our 
teens and leads into our 
Life Teen Youth Ministry, are continuing to increase is encouraging that we might 
be hitting this goal too. But whether they are young or old, donõt be shy about 
inviting others to Mass with us and welcoming each other who are here.

CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS  
(FORMERLY RCIA)  

 

God is good! We had 16 Candidates and three 
Catechumens participate in the Rite of Acceptance/
Welcome at 8am Mass last weekend. One of two very 
important Rites were celebrated. The rites are 
foundational in the formation of participants for in these 
liturgies they encounter Christ and are transformed by 
His grace. We saw evidence of initial conversion/
intention to change; desire to enter into/grow a 
relationship with God in Christ; evidence of the stirrings 
of repentance; call upon God in prayer; A sense of 
Church; experience of the company and spirit of 
Christians by contact with a priest and members of the 
Catholic Community. 
 

After the Rite, our inquirers will have new titles. 
Catechumens (one whom has never been baptized) and 
Candidates (one who was baptized in the Trinity of 
another faith.) With this, Rite Catechumens publicly 
declare to the Church their desire to become member of 
Church and Candidates publicly declare to the Church 
their desire to seek full communion with Church. Our 
Church embraces them; Graces, Graces, Graces. 
 

Liturgy of the Word is not just someone standing up and 
reading. No, it goes much deeper. In short, the Liturgy of 
the Word is what adequately prepares our hearts, minds, 
and souls to receive the body, blood, soul, and divinity of 
Christ in the Eucharist. As we turn our focus to the 
lectern of the church and hear the Word of God 
proclaimed through his people, we have an opportunity 
to perk up and lend our ears to listen to what the Lord 
has to say to each of us. The Word of God, then calls for 
our listening and our response in silent reflection, as well 
as in word and song. Most important of all, the Word of 
God, which is living and active, calls each of us 
individually and all of us together for a response that 
moves beyond the liturgy itself and affects our daily lives, 
leading us to engage fully in the task of making Christ 
known to the world by all that we do and say. 
  

What happens when our group is dismissed after the 
homily? After we hear the Liturgy of the Word, we will 
examine how the readings impact us. This is called 
òbreaking open the word.ó What happens in this 
discussion? Small groups gather and discuss their first 
impressions. We invite you to break open the word with 
us each Sunday.
