Mercy 
We conclude the Octave of Easter celebrating Divine  
Mercy Sunday.  God’s mercy flows in abundance from  
Jesus’ wounded side on the cross, for the forgiveness of sins and the birth 
of the sacramental life of the Church; it is God’s mercy, poured out in 
Christ Jesus, which recreates the world, revealing a new heaven and a new 
earth. 
 

Jesus’ Resurrection from the dead has won our victory over sin and death; 
God’s mercy is life for the world, eternal life.  God’s mercy is the life giv-
ing water, which flows through the Heavenly Jerusalem, providing nour-
ishment to the Tree of Life, which then provides fruit as medicine for all 
the nations.  
  
“Mercy” is the English word we use to describe today’s feast, yet it is not 
sufficient.  God’s mercy is “Hesed” in Hebrew.  "The word Chesed (Hesed) 
occurs 248 times in the Hebrew Bible. In the majority of cases (149 times), the King 
James Bible translation is "mercy". Less frequent translations are: "kindness" (40 
times), "lovingkindness" (30 times), "goodness" (12 times), "kindly" (5 times), 
"merciful" (4 times), "favour" (3 times) and "good", "goodliness", "pity" (once each). 
Only two instances of the noun in its negative sense are in the text, translated 
"reproach" in Psalm 57:3, and "wicked thing" in Leviticus 20:17.(Wikipedia)" 
 
When we pray, “Lord, have Mercy,” we are not asking for pity; it definitely 
includes prayer for  the forgiveness of sins, yet the primary reason for 
seeking God’s mercy is that we might know God’s abundant love for us, 
his compassion, his desire for our freedom, his prayer that we share God’s 
joy and that our joy may be complete. 
 

This is what it means to participate in the Resurrection Life of Jesus, to so 
trust God’s abiding love within us that we approach every moment as an 
opportunity to reveal God’s glory.  Our singing alleluia in full voice is       
testimony to God’s abundant mercy flowing 
through us, in us and all around us.  Let us 
then become ambassadors of God’s abundant 
mercy, following Mary, full of Grace, in her 
mission to bring Christ to the world.

ACTS 5:12-16; PS 118: 2-4,13-15, 22; REV 1:9-11A, 12-
13, 17-19; JN 20: 19-31 
 

Today, the Second Sunday of Easter, is Divine Mer-
cy Sunday. Our Gospel reading from St. John is 
often called the story of “Doubting Thomas” but the 
passage involves so much more than the encounter 
with the skeptical apostle. It is rich with lessons of 
Christ’s mercy to all, including an encouraging word 
from our Lord especially for us, His modern-day 
disciples. 
 

While Thomas traditionally takes all the bad rap for 
his doubts, we see that none of the Apostles were at 
their best when Christ first appeared to them after 
His resurrection. They were actually in hiding, cow-
ering behind a locked door, paralyzed by fear and 
doubt.  
 

But Jesus appeared right in their midst in spite of the 
lock on the door. Was it to rebuke them for their 
lack of faith? Quite the contrary.  
 

He comes on a mission of mercy. He comes to offer 
them peace and the restoration of their relationship 
with Him. And even more, He commissions them to 
become ministers of His mercy, by giving them au-
thority to forgive sins. At that moment Christ gives 
to all of us the supreme gift of mercy — the sacra-
ment of Reconciliation. What a precious and power-
ful gift! 
 

This Sunday is a perfect time to reflect on how well 
we make use of this gift. Do we really appreciate its 
healing power? Could we become better stewards of 
this gift by going to Confession more often? We 
must also reflect on how well we extend mercy to 
others as Jesus did to Thomas that day. 
 

Let’s commit ourselves to becoming faithful disci-
ples and stewards of Christ’s mercy. We will be 
those very ones to whom Jesus gave a “shout out” 
during His encounter with Thomas: “Blessed are 
those who have not seen and have believed” — in 
His merciful love.

Archbishop Robert J. Carlson Statement on Notre Dame Cathedral Fire 
Update on Basilica of St. Louis, King of France Repairs 

 

ST. LOUIS – The Most Reverend Robert J. Carlson, Archbishop of St. Louis, is deeply sad-
dened by today’s devastating fire that has engulfed the Cathedral of Notre-Dame de Paris. Archbishop Carlson and 
the Archdiocese of St. Louis share in the world’s prayers for Archbishop Michel Christian Alain Aupetit and the 
faithful of Paris. 

 

“The Archdiocese of St. Louis joins the world community in offering prayers for the people of France. The influence 
of the French faithful on the St. Louis community is well known. Our own Basilica of St. Louis, King of France is 
representative of that historical link we have with the French community. Our hearts are with the firefighters and 
with the caretakers of the magnificent Cathedral of Notre-Dame de Paris. We ask for the intercession of Mary, Moth-
er of God and look to the promise of Easter hope and new life in the midst of this difficult loss.”

The Archdiocese of St. Louis is currently working to repair the damage done to the Old Cathedral by this weekend’s 
storms. Work on a permanent underlayment for a new roof began today. The plaster ceiling which represents the re-
cent reconstruction that was done on the Old Cathedral is being inspected for further damage.  All services at the Ca-
thedral are cancelled until the safety of the ceiling is secured. The Archdiocese is working with the National Park Ser-
vice to ensure a replacement roof that respects the historical architecture of the Cathedral.

The neophytes now share with 
Christ, and his Body in the parish community, the intimate communion of the Eucharist. Now they 
have access to all the means of sanctification. We as a parish community pledge to help them grow 
and mature in the Christian life and to develop a genuine Catholic world view. Please pray for all 
those who God has called us to join us as we continue on our pilgrimage to our Father in Heaven.

Doubting, stubborn, weak Thomas… 
Everyone knows the expression, “doubting Thomas.” This is among the most famous passages in the New Testament 
where a doubting, stubborn, weak apostle, Thomas, outright refuses to acknowledge that the Lord has risen from the 
dead unless he sees him for himself, sees the wounds of crucifixion, and touches the flesh of Jesus.
