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The Baptism of Jeswns

The Church holds together the beautiful scene of the Magi
visiting the Holy Family and the scene of the heavens open-
ing at the Baptism of the Lord as the Feast of the Epiphany; therefore, our
celebration of the Baptism of the Lord is really the Octave of the Epiphany.
God’s saving power enters our human flesh in the infant Jesus, lying in a
manger. All of the saints in the stories of Jesus’ birth are aware of the Holy
Spirit also at work: Mary and Elizabeth are truly “filled with the Holy
Spirit.” (Lk 1:35,41) Today, in the story of Jesus’ Baptism we are all witness-
es of the Holy Spirit descending upon him like a dove (Lk 3:22). At the very
beginning of the Gospel we encounter Father, Son, and Spirit in relationship
with each other. The Gospel is the revelation of God’s love poured out for
our salvation; which is also the revelation of love which lives within God,
Father, Son and Spirit.

« The Spirit will lead Jesus out into the desert,

« then Jesus will pray to the Father frequently (including in the Garden of
Gethsemane),

« then the Father will speak again when Jesus is Transfigured; revealed in
glory on the mountain with Moses and Eljjah...

« ... The Spirit will testify to the power of love,
« when Jesus surrenders his life for us,
« when the Father surrenders his son...

« ... The spirt will claim victory over death by bringing life out of death in
the love of God,

« and then Jesus will send the Holy Spirit teach us all things,

« even to dwell within us together with the Spirit of the Son and the Spirit
of the Father.

We are invited to participate in the love of God, Father, Son and  Spirit.
We are created in the very image of God; we are created for love. And the
way we know we belong to Christ, the way we know we are truly alive, is by
our love for one another. The words of the Father are spoken to us who are
in Christ, “You are my beloved sons and daughters; with you I am well
pleased.” Today we remember our own baptism, the day God claimed us
for himself and invited us to live in Christ by the power of the Holy Spirit
every moment of our life. We practice this life of holiness by loving one an-
other. Nothing else matters. Our love reveals the presence of Christ, even
to the ends of the earth. Let us follow Mary in her mission of bringing

Christ to the world.
