I read an article last week from a weekly e-mail I get
from the Pew Research Center that was titled “U.S. Churchgoers
are satisfied with the sermons they hear, though content varies

by religious tradition.” Their survey data was only based on Christians, but even
among Christians it was interesting some of the differences that existed, and I
thought they were actually appropriate for some of the theological differences be-
tween the religions.

When asked about their satisfaction with sermons at their place of wor-
ship 32% of Catholics said they were “Very Satisfied”, 52% said they were
“Somewhat Satisfied”, and 15% said they were “Not too” or “Not at All” Satisfied.
Much more satisfied than not, a good thing, and yet lower than the numbers for
Protestants who were at 56% “Very”, 37% “Somewhat”, and only 7% “Not too” or
“Not at all” Satistied. While it would be nice if we all had 100% “Very Satisfied”,
this reflects a greater emphasis on preaching for Protestants than exists for Catho-
lics, which is appropriate. Not that Catholics shouldn’t be concerned with the qual-
ity of our preaching, but our greater concern for the Eucharist than Protestants
would naturally place our relative concern with preaching at a slightly lower level
than it would be for Protestants.

That was interesting, but what really got my attention was a section that
identified words or sequences of words that are most distinctive of sermons in each
religious tradition. The words that were most distinctively used in Catholic ser-
mons as compared to other religions were: homily, diocese, Eucharist, paschal, and
parishioner. The first one is interesting as the study used the term ‘sermon’, where-
as at a Catholic Mass we are to give a homily. The distinction in my mind is that a
homily is to be based on the Scripture readings and apply them to our lives, where-
as a sermon has a moral issue or theme it wishes to convey and will usually use
Scriptural references. Or my interpretation that a homily needs to start from Scrip-
ture, whereas a sermon starts with what you wish to say and then uses Scripture to
support its point. The fact that we use the word diocese more than others demon-
strates the importance of our unity in the Catholic Church, and I would assume the
use of the word ‘parishioner’ has some of those connotations also. The words
“Eucharist” and “paschal” again show our connection to the entire celebration of
the Mass as compared to other traditions. If you want to see the words or phrases

The third definition given for sermon was “a long, tedi-
ous speech”. The third definition given for homily was “an inspirational saying or
cliché.” Something for Msgr. McCumber, Fr. Patrick and I to keep in mind, give a

homily not a sermon.

way He intends for us to use the gifts He has given us.

The first reading, from the prophet Isaiah, gives us very
straightforward instructions: “Thus says the Lord: Share your
bread with the hungry, shelter the oppressed and the homeless;
clothe the naked when you see them, and do not turn your back
on your own.” The Lord gives no wiggle room here — care for
our brothers and sisters in need is a “must do” for the Christian
steward. Note, too, that these instructions require action — to
share, to shelter, to clothe, and to hang in there with your fami-
ly members, even the demanding ones.

Our second reading, from St. Paul’s First Letter to the Corinthi-
ans, reassures us that we need not worry too much about our
personal skill set in answering this call from the Lord to serve
— for it is the Lord Himself who will act through us if we step
forward in faith. Paul says of himself, and we can take his
words to heart, “I did not come with sublimity of words or of
wisdom... I came to you in weakness and fear and much trem-
bling ... so that your faith might rest not on human wisdom but
on the power of God.” Our weakness is no obstacle for God —
He uses even our weaknesses to show His glory if we simply
cooperate with Him.

Our Gospel passage, from Matthew, sends us out on our stew-
ardship way with a bang as Jesus declares to us, His disciples,
that we are the “salt of the earth” and the “light of the world.”
But, He adds, salt no longer gives flavor if allowed to go stale,
and light cannot bring its blessed brightness if left hidden.
Therefore, we must act! We must live our lives so that others
will see the things that we do — the ways that we serve others,
care for the vulnerable, prioritize our family relationships and,
above all, our love for God — and then give Him glory.

This is the stewardship way of life. Let’s give it our all! ~ Ex-
