our Pre-School and Montessori programs
(all pre- kindergarten programs) will be budgeted and expected to support them-
selves. The Pre-School program had been close to this, actually only requiring
$600 in parish subsidy over the first six months of the last year, but the Montes-
sori program required $79,000 of parish subsidy for operating expenses and an-
other $13,000 in capital expenditures over this period. While this was expected
to start up the program over the first few years, we realized we could no longer
continue this expense for the parish. A self-sustaining tuition rate was too high
to be able to maintain the required enrollment and the decision has been made
to discontinue the Montessori program at the end of this school year.

Another change that was recently made is that we have eliminated the
position of funeral coordinator which Amanda Suchara has been fulfilling for
Assumption. I am grateful for all Amanda has done for so many families and
our whole parish in this ministry. The priests, secretaries, and other staff will be
working together to fulfill the different aspects of this ministry in the future.

We have begun to make some positive changes in our finances and hope
next year we will be able to see significant improvements. I have been glad to
see what appears to be an increase in Mass attendance since our Parish Mission
with Fr. Sichko. I am grateful for the participation of so many in our parish in
so many ways, please continue to encourage me and one another to grow in how
we live our faith.

Confirmation and our 8" graders
In Baptism, parents choose to bring us into the faith. As 8™ graders, students choose to become Catholic
through Confirmation. In preparation for this sacrament, students study the history of this sacrament, saints of
the church, and then select a name to present the Bishop at the time of Confirmation. Did you know that our
teachers plan a field trip to the Cathedral, where 8" grade students receive a guided tour of Basilica-St. Louis
prior to Confirmation? Here, they experience the spiritual center of our Archdiocese, where the beautiful mo-
saics of the Mother Church are designed to teach us that God reaches into our earthly lives. In addition, they
attend the Basilica’s Chrism Mass on Holy Thursday celebrated by Archbishop Carlson. Hundreds of priests
throughout the diocese attend this Mass, which is a public celebration of the unity of the Bishop to the Priests
of this diocese and the entire Church community, as Members of the Body of Christ.

During the Chrism Mass the Bishop blesses three oils — the oil of catechumens, the oil of
the infirmed and the holy chrism — which is used in the administration of the sacraments
throughout the diocese for the year. This same Chrism is the anointing oil for our students
at their Confirmation. As our students are confirmed on May 3, the Bishop will anoint each,
making the Sign of the Cross on his/her forehead while stating their select-

ed Confirmation name and saying, “Be sealed with the gift of the Holy Spirit.”
