A topic we have been hearing everywhere lately is about the
coronavirus, or COVID-19. Archbishop Carlson issued a
letter on Monday addressing this topic. He has informed all pastors that pre-
cautionary measures should be taken at this time to mitigate the spread of
colds, flu, and other contagious illnesses. Fortunately, right now, there are no
known cases of the coronavirus in Missouri and the immediate risk to most
Americans is low, but some simple steps can be taken to help keep things this
way.

At the direction of the archdiocese to protect parishioners from the spread of
illness when we gather for Mass the following steps are going to be practiced
beginning this weekend until they are deemed no longer necessary:

0 The Distribution of Holy Communion from the chalice will be suspended.

0 All are encouraged to exchange the sign of peace and greetings without
physical contact (not shaking hands or embracing).

0 Itis encouraged that Holy Communion be received in the hand (as opposed
to on the tongue).

¢ Maintain space between one another in the pews (about 3 ft. if possible),
using all areas of our church.

Other practices that our parish will continue to do or newly incorporate at this

time are as follows:

= All sacred vessels are washed with soap and hot water whenever they are
used.

= Once a week the Holy Water fonts will be sanitized with the Holy Water
poured out on the ground, including the water from the baptismal font.

= Good hygiene, including the use of alcohol-based hand sanitizer lotion and
proper cough-and-sneeze etiquette is encouraged for all. Extraordinary
ministers of Holy Communion are especially reminded of this prior to the
distribution of Holy Communion.

I would also like to take this time to remind the elderly, and any who may be
particularly vulnerable to such diseases, to consider participating in the Mass
on TV (via channels such as EWTN or our 10am Mass recording through our
parish website) and to request that Holy Communion be brought to them.
And all who have a respiratory infection, the flu, a fever, or a serious cold are
encouraged to stay home, knowing that when suffering these conditions, they
are not bound by the obligation to attend Sunday Mass.

Hopefully all of these concerns will quickly diminish and we may return to
some of our previous practices. For now, maybe some of these can be consid-
ered as Lenten disciplines that can raise our
awareness and concern for others, and that
may increase our appreciation of the practices
when we can return to them.

Did you notice that only certain people
signed the Book of Elect? According to the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, in the com-
bined rite for sending catechumens and candidates (530-546), it is clear that only catechumens
sign the Book of the Elect even when candidates participate in this combined rite of sending
For those of us who are baptized, (Candidates) we can recall that it is God who first chose us,
and we responded by professing our faith and entering into the waters of baptism. In the same
way, it is God who first called and chose the catechumens (unbaptized). Their signature, then, is
not just a sign of their commitment to be faithful to the God who chose them; it is a sign that
God has placed their names onto the roll of those who will put their lives on the line, first by
dying in the waters of baptism, then by sacrificing themselves and living as resurrected people
every day after.

Our readings for this second Sunday of Lent offer us Christian stewards motivation to continue on our 40
-day journey towards deeper holiness.

The first reading from the book of Genesis describes God’s call to Abram (who would later be called Abraham). God instructs
Abram to leave his home and set out to a land that God had chosen for him. Abram’s response is an ancient example of a good
stewardship. Instead of clinging to his comfortable home and way of life, he recognizes that all he has is gift from God, puts
his trust in God and obeys. And God rewards him saying, “I will make your name great, so that you will be a blessing.”

To “be a blessing” is the true aim of a stewardship way of life. It is also an excellent way to live out the season of Lent. The
sacrifices we take on, the spiritual disciplines we practice, the extra acts of service we perform during this season — all give
glory to God and transform our lives into a blessing for others.

Lest we grow weary on this path, our Gospel passage today, from Matthew, offers us a powerful image of the great God we
serve. It is the story of the Transfiguration of Jesus, when our Lord reveals Himself in His true glory and the Father says,
“This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to him.” The apostles who witnessed this were awestruck. But
our loving Savior reassured them saying, “Rise, and do not be afraid.”

As we continue on our Lenten journey, let us take these two verses, “Listen to him,” “Rise, and do not be afraid” to heart. Let
us rely on God’s strength to aid us in our spiritual disciplines as we move through Lent. We will arrive at Easter with deeper

holiness, as a blessing to God and others — and as better stewards of all God’s gifts to us.
