Hello, 
As I’m sure all of you are aware of the situation regarding the 
coronavirus over the last week has only gotten worse.  I am sorry 
to have to write to you again about more serious measures that 
need to be taken to slow the spread of COVID-19 in our com-
munity.  Archbishop Carlson has mandated that beginning Tuesday March 16th, all 
public celebrations of Mass and other liturgies, as well as Morning Prayer, Stations 
of the Cross, and all other group services, Bible studies and activities are to cease 
beginning immediately.  The current plan and hope is that we will resume Masses 
beginning April 6th; however, this will be re-evaluated as we approach that date.   
The archbishop has given a dispensation for all Catholics in our archdiocese from 
the obligation to attend Sunday Mass through Sunday April 5th. 
 Similarly, our school has been closed and will only be operating through remote 
learning through computers with the hope that we may also return to our school 
building on April 6th. 
 Our parish has the tradition of live-streaming our Sunday 10am Mass and we cur-
rently plan to do this so that people may participate in that manner or to watch it 
later in the day as it is kept on our website. 
 Holy Communion for the sick or homebound and anointing of the Sick will con-
tinue as needed and specifically for those who are seriously ill or in danger of death.   
 For everyone else I realize that you will be unable to receive the Blessed Sacra-
ment in the Eucharist over the next few weeks but we are still called to stay united 
to Christ and the Church, especially during these difficult times.  This spiritual com-
munion can be maintained with numerous practices; participate in Mass online (our 
live-streaming Mass), reflect on Scripture, engagement in further spiritual reading, 
and prayer.

Slowing the spread of the virus by limiting public interac-
tions may result in personal hardships, but they are being done to reduce the num-
ber of lives lost in this pandemic.
