Hello, 
As we continue the Lenten season, we also continue our battle with 
the coronavirus, or COVID-19.  In some ways I have to say I have a 
bit less anxiety since some of the restrictions and “Stay-At-Home” 
instructions have been issued, as it feels there is a little more certainty of at least today 
and tomorrow, than we were going through last week.  Some of our current restrictions 
for the parish are as follows: 

No public Masses, this is to extend at least through Easter as the priests of the dio-
cese have also been given instructions on how we may celebrate our Holy Week 
services with a maximum of 10 people present. (We expect to be live streaming 
all of these services.) (We also will make available blessed palms that may be 
picked up from the chapel and probably some other convenient location on our 
campus.) 

Our school and PSR have been closed and are planning to remain at this time until 
April 27th.  Distance learning through use of the internet has been incorporated 
and I have heard very positive comments about what our teachers have been 
able to do to continue educating our children. 

Funerals can be celebrated, but they can only have a maximum of 10 people in  
 attendance. 
Holy Communion for the sick or homebound and anointing of the Sick will   
 continue as needed and specifically for those who are seriously ill or in danger 

of death.   
If you are able to, I ask you to go to our webpage (assumptionbvm.org) as we are trying 
to provide a variety of ways to stay in touch and to offer you resources for prayer and 
reflection in this time of isolation.  Along with the Sunday Mass the priests are taking 
turns providing daily reflections for each day (this can be accessed online or if you regis-
ter for our e-mail news you will have an e-mail sent to you daily).  We also have a 40-day 
subscription to FORMED that you may use (it provides movies, books, and various 
religious resources for prayer and reflection).   We also are in the process of uploading a 
video of praying the stations of the cross in our chapel and are open to other sugges-
tions.   
 

While you are on our website, you also have the ability to donate to the parish on-line.  
I am grateful for all the support you give to the parish but only a minority currently do-
nate to the parish on-line, and without our weekly gathering for Sunday Mass our enve-
lope collections are severely reduced.  As you are aware, we were not in the best finan-
cial situation before this but were making progress.  I have asked the archdiocese to sus-
pend our loan and other payments to them at this time (which they have done) and am 
also asking for a short-term infusion of money.  I also ask for you to consider what sup-
port you may continue to provide for the parish at this time. 
 

I realize that this is a very challenging time for all of us in different ways.  We are fortu-
nate to have so many electronic ways to stay in touch, but we also realize the limitations 
of these means, hopefully appreciating all the more the fact and reason why Christ was 
conceived, born, and died for us.  The limitations we are imposing on our ourselves at 
this time are out of respect for God, the life He has given us, and the lives of one anoth-
er.  Slowing the spread of the virus by limiting public interactions may result in personal 
hardships, but they are being done to reduce the number of lives lost in this pandemic. 
Know that you are in my prayers and please keep one another in your thoughts and 
prayers,

From the Principal’s Pen   
 
A New Educational Plan for Assumption 
With unprecedented times, we are faced with changing our teaching 
means and methods to assure that every student continues learning 

what was planned in our curriculum for the year.  This process is call Distance 
Learning or E-Learning.   
 
Learning experiences:  
 

 There are two primary ways we continue teaching and learning:  one where the teach-
er emails lessons, work, and educational links to students, then students complete and 
return everything to teacher through email. Teachers create daily teaching videos for 
their students, to explain how to complete the task, with ex-
amples.  Along with that, every teacher creates a prayer vid-
eo which is sent to their students.  All teachers use the 
same prayer with their  
students to unite us as a church community.  We use Teach-
er-Ease to accomplish this form of teaching and learning.    

 Google Hangouts is also used for our older students  
because they have Chromebooks of their own in grades 5-8.  
Google Hangouts is a way to bring all of the class students – 
through video – to their teacher.  Literally, the teacher 
sees, hears and interacts with all students and likewise,  
students interact with their teacher. It is like being in the classroom, but in a  
different format.  Through this process, teachers can begin the student’s day with 
prayer, teach lessons, answer questions, etc.  This is known as a virtual classroom.   

 Even though students and teachers are not on campus, the faculty are all still work-
ing during this time. All faculty are available to help students and parents as needed via 
email through designated “Office Hours”. Our office hours are 9:30am-11:30am and 
1:30pm-2:30pm daily.  Know, too, that you can email any of us during the day or evening 
and we will respond.

March 29, 2020 — Fifth Sunday of Lent 
EZ 37:12-14; PS 130:1-8; ROM 8:8-11; JN 11:1-45 or JN 11:3-7, 20-
27, 33b-45 
 

At this point in our Lenten journey, it is tempting to grow weary 
of the spiritual disciplines we have taken on. Today’s readings 
inspire us to remain faithful, in grateful response to a God who 
loves us so much. 
 

In our first reading, the prophet Ezekiel speaks God’s own words to us. “I will put my spirit in you 
that you may live… I have promised and I will do it, says the Lord.” Our God wants to be so closely 
united to us that we are one with Him. And He has promised He will do it. But only if we make 
room for Him by making Him THE priority of our lives. Putting God first is a grateful response that 
is very pleasing to Him. 
 

How can we do this? Our second reading, from Romans, tell us. “Those who are in the flesh cannot 
please God. But you are not in the flesh… you are in the spirit if only the Spirit of God dwells in 
you.” 
 

The disciplines of Lent and a stewardship way of life are wonderful gifts that free us from too 
great an attachment to “the flesh.” The sacrifices we make as Christian stewards are not meant to 
restrict our freedom and joy. Quite the contrary. They are tools to help us find the real freedom and joy that only come 
when we make room in our lives for God.  
 

As we journey closer to the Passion of our Lord, let us intensify our Lenten resolutions and our stewardship way of life, 
inviting the Holy Spirit to take over more and more of our lives. By Easter, we will be freer to rejoice in Him and truly 
pleasing to God.
