Hello and Happy Easter, 
 While last Sunday was Easter, we are still in the Octave (or 
eight days) of Easter and all of this is in the Easter Season.  As 
St Athanasius described it, “The fifty days from the Sunday of 
the Resurrection to Pentecost Sunday are celebrated in joy and 
exultation as one feast day, indeed as one ‘great Sunday.’”  With 
this understanding I hope it is realistic to consider we might be able to be together 
again this Easter. 
 I imagine that when we can start gathering again things will not just be back to 
normal, but it will be in some form of steps like it was before we had to end our pub-
lic Masses.  If possible, since we were not able to bring those in RCIA into the 
Church at the Easter Vigil and they were not able to receive the sacraments, the hope 
is that we will be able to at the end of the Easter Season, at Pentecost, when we tradi-
tionally celebrate the birthday of the Church and the descent of the Holy Spirit.  If 
we cannot make that date, we will find another appropriate time for this celebration. 
 Similarly, those who were to receive their First Communion this weekend and our 
eighth graders who were to receive the sacrament of Confirmation at the Cathedral 
this coming Saturday, these will also have to be rescheduled to a time when we can 
gather again.   We don’t know when that will be yet but this is another celebration we 
will be able to look forward too. 
 A piece of good news that happened during Holy Week was the reception of an 
SBA loan from the government.  The previous Friday evening we found out that be-
ing a religious organization did not prevent us from applying for this loan, the intent 
of which is to keep personnel on payroll and to keep businesses running.  With the 
effects of limited gatherings on our school and our not being able to come together 
for Mass and other parish activities our contributions have been significantly affected 
and I was having to make decisions on temporary reductions in employee hours and 
pay.  This loan not only has given us finances to be able to meet our payroll and not 
reduce our employee hours, but also a significant portion of the loan may be forgiven 
if used appropriately for payroll and keeping people employed.   
 The total amount of our loan that we have received is $590,000, with potentially 
$460,000 of this loan being forgiven.  While many of our parishioners have continued 
to make their normal donations to the parish and some have even made special sig-
nificant additional donations at this time, even with reductions in employee hours we 
would not have been able to continue to meet our payroll this month without some 
type of loan.  I mention this to let you know that while we are very grateful for this 
loan it does not mean that we are not still very dependent and appreciative of your 
continued support of our parish.  With an annual budget of almost $5,000,000 we 
still depend upon your generous contributions. 
 Thank you also for all of your prayers and signs of support for me, my fellow 
priests and deacons, and all of our parish.  I pray that through this Easter Season we 
may be able to continue to support one another with the awareness of all the incredi-
ble gifts God has given us, especially of the gift he offers of eternal life.
