Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary 
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Hello, 
I’m Fr. Nick Kastenholz and since I officially become pastor 
here at Assumption on Tuesday June 25th, and since we have 
to have all bulletin articles and announcements in Tuesday morning I guess 
this might be my first official act as pastor here.  It is actually Sunday and 
I’m taking a break from packing as I seem to be, hope to be, just about 
done. 
 

Packing and moving are something that I don’t know of anyone who really 
likes to do but it isn’t bad to do every now and then.  I’ve been at  
St. Joseph’s parish for 6 years and I really only have three rooms of things 
that I am packing up, and that doesn’t include much of the furniture from 
those rooms, and yet it is still amazing how much there can be.  Just boxing 
things up can be done quickly, but the more important sorting of things to 
throw out, things to donate to charity, and things to keep and move is  
important to go through.  I have a pretty good place to do that from since I 
have a huge dumpster out back for the trash, a paper recycling bin, and a  
St. Vincent de Paul donation bin in the parking lot also.  I even have a  
parishioner here who has been involved with the St. Louis Book Fair for 
years and I was able to give numerous boxes of books I really no longer 
needed to keep.  I probably should have gotten rid of more but a few of the 
memorabilia seems worth keeping even if you do just see it every few years 
when you are going through a box. 
 

I think packing and moving this physical stuff is a good opportunity to  
consider what other things am I bringing with me on my move?  There are 
some things that I just have to leave behind because I’m not in that position 
anymore.  Those concerns from being Judicial Vicar and from being pastor 
at St. Joseph I need to just hand on to the new guy, sounds easy but can be a 
challenge to keep my nose out of it at times.  Other things are the experienc-
es I’ve had and habits I’ve formed.  Hopefully most of those have helped me 
to become the person that I am today in a positive sense, but I know there is 
also some negative things, or trash, that it might be a good idea if I don’t 
pack for the move.  Going through big changes is a good time to try and 
change some of those bad habits, or vices, and not take them along to a new 
start.   
 

One habit that wasn’t bad but is no longer appropriate is saying ‘here at  
St. Joseph’s’.  I would ask your forgiveness for this, or maybe gently chiding 
me until I stop.  It can be just a verbal mistake, but I also realize it can be a 
bad hanging on to a past and we need to be present where we are. 
I look forward to meeting you and being with you here at Assumption for a 
long time and calling it home.

Today’s readings take us back to the basics, inviting us to re-
flect honestly on our deepest priorities in life.  
 

In today’s Gospel, from Luke, Christ refers to the struggle to 
put Him above all else as He encounters two “would-be” disciples on His way to Jerusalem. 

“‘Follow me,’” Jesus says to the first man. “But he replied, ‘Lord let me go first and bury my fa-
ther.’ The other said, “I will follow you, Lord, but first let me say farewell to my family at home.” 
These two want to follow Christ, but only on their own terms, and only after taking care of some 
other, more pressing matters (at least in their own minds).  
 

To this, Christ says thanks, but no thanks! Following Him requires an unqualified “yes” not a “yes, 
but…” We are called to put Christ and His kingdom ahead of our own plans if we truly wish to be 
His disciples and to find victory in the battle of selfishness. 
 

Living stewardship as a way of life can go a long way in arming us for victory. A stewardship way 
of life provides us with a custom-made “training plan” — the commitment to a specific offering of 
our time, talent and treasure to the Kingdom of God. It is a plan discerned through prayer, and by 
looking at the realities of our unique circumstances, strengths and limitations. The daily discipline of 
committing to the plan strengthens us and helps us gradually move away from the “yes, but” attitude 
and towards an unqualified “yes!” to Christ and His will. 
 
Do not be afraid to give the best of yourself and your gifts to Christ. He deserves nothing less. And 
this way of life, while challenging, will be characterized by a joy and peace that only comes from 
living for Him.
