Hello,

Well we’ve been back to public Masses for almost two months
now and I first wanted to thank all of the people who have been
coming to Mass and cooperating with our procedures and precau-
tions, trying to keep themselves and each other safe. I know we have been stricter than
some parishes in asking people to keep their masks on except for when they are receiv-
ing the Eucharist, and I realize that can be very uncomfortable, but I am grateful for all
of those doing this out of concern for others. I have had numerous people tell me that
this practice has made them feel safe enough to attend Mass here while they wouldn’t
have otherwise.

I am also grateful for all of the people who have been helping to sanitize the church
after Masses. 1 know this seemed like it would be an incredible task when we first came
back, and yet with numerous people helping it has proved to go quite smoothly both on
Sundays and weekdays.

I apologize for the breaking up of our livestream broadcast of our 10am Mass last
Sunday. It was due to problems with our internet connection in the church that we be-
lieve has been addressed. I know that there are many other options for participating in
the Mass online that people have, but also am grateful for the priority that people put on
participating in our Sunday Mass here at Assumption and recognize the way that it does
allow us to stay connected as a parish. Some of our new equipment has made it much
easier to make these broadcasts for our Sunday Masses along with other special Masses
such as our Confirmations, funerals, and Graduation.

Right now I don’t know of any changes we will be making to these procedures
in the near future but know we will try to keep the sacraments available and as safe for
people to participate in as possible. Many are choosing not to come to Church yet out
of appropriate concern for their health and the health of others they might come in con-
tact with. Please keep me informed of ways we may help you and also keep us united as
a parish.

This last week I gained a deeper appreciation for the challenges others are hav-
ing to face when I was able to celebrate Mass in the large chapel across the street with
the Sisters of the Most Precious Blood, and another time recently with residents of Twin
Oaks Senior Living in their chapel. With the sisters we were able to celebrate Mass in a
fairly similar way as we do in our church, with proper distancing and masks. At Twin
Oaks I was on the other side of a Plexiglas wall they put up to allow for family visits
while maintaining separate areas. This reminded me of how many of our lives may be
more difficult and have more inconveniences due to the virus, but there are others that it
is impacting in a much greater way. I know I need that reminder to encourage me to
continue safe practices that not only help myself, but also will hopefully help our whole
community.

I'look forward to the day when things improve so much that someone will ask
me “When can we start passing the collection baskets again?”” and I can respond,
“Today.” Until then thank you for your continued respect of this gift of life God has
given us.

In today’s Gospel from Matthew, our Lord

shares the Parable of the Sower who scatters seed on many different kinds of land. This is a wonderful
analogy for the stewardship way of life, demonstrating the slow and steady, yet powerful effect this
lifestyle will have on those who fully embrace it.

In this parable, some of the seeds land on a path where birds carry them off before they can begin to
take root. Other seeds land on rocky ground with little soil. As soon as things begin to heat up, they
get scorched and die. Then there are seeds that land on soil cluttered with thorns which choke the
seeds just as they are beginning to grow strong.

Finally, there are seeds that land on deep and healthy soil. These seeds produce abundant fruit.

This is where the stewardship way of life comes in. When we give the best of our time, talent and
treasure to serve God and others, we create lives filled with that rare “good soil” needed for the King-
dom of God to thrive.

How does this happen? Stewardship living removes the “rocks” of mistrust from our lives as we de-
velop an unshakable faith that God will always provide for our needs. It clears away the “thorns” of
worldly ambition that make us self-centered, fill us with needless anxiety and stifle our focus on God.
Stewardship living requires a deep reliance on the Word of God and the sac-
raments which continuously nourish and fertilize the soil of our lives.

Let us deepen our commitment to this way of life, allowing the Sower to
do His work in us, slowly and steadily. The Master Gardner will surely pro-
duce miraculous fruits through us.

Respect Life Apostolate News

Ultrasound Informed Consent Act — Let us pray that it passes!

This bill requires abortion providers to conduct an ultrasound before
performing an abortion. Specifically, before a woman gives informed
consent to any part of an abortion, the abortion provider must (1) per-
form an obstetric ultrasound on the pregnant woman; (2) provide a sim-
ultaneous explanation of what the ultrasound is depicting; (3) display the
ultrasound images so the woman may view them; and (4) provide a
complete medical description of the images, including the dimensions of
the embryo or fetus, cardiac activity if present and visible, and the pres-
ence of external members and internal organs if present and viewable. Providers are subject to civil actions and penalties
for violations. The bill's ultrasound requirements do not apply in cases where a physical disorder, illness, or injury
caused by the pregnancy endangers a woman's life. A woman is also not required to view the ultrasound images; nor
may she or the provider be penalized if she declines to do so.
