The Eucharist:  
The Bread Է Life 
For the last four weeks we have heard the proclamation of the 
“Bread of life discourse,” from John’s Gospel, chapter 6.  It will continue into 
next week.  The community of disciples is struggling to comprehend how Jesus 
can be the true bread from heaven.  All the miracle stories in the old and new 
testaments from the manna which came down to feed the Isrealites in the de-
sert, to the bread which sustained Elijah, the widow and her son for one year, to 
the bread provided by the angel to Elijah, to the miracles of the feeding of the 
thousands; none of them can prepare our hearts to receive the very body and 
blood of Jesus poured out on the cross and made truly present in the bread and 
wine offered on the altar during the Eucharist.   
 
The quarreling of the unbelievers in the Gospel today has echoed throughout 
the centuries; the depth of God’s love has always been too much for us.  The 
tragedy and the politics of the Reformation are another way of saying, “How 
can this man give us his flesh to eat?”  And we who are Catholic have also strug-
gled to accept the enormity of God’s love for us in Christ Jesus.  The Eucharist 
is God’s desire for intimacy with us, the noble pinnacle of all creation; are we 
ready to say, “AMEN,” to accept God’s love and respond to Him with the gift 
of our lives?  St. Ignatius of Loyola understood the first responsibility of the So-
ciety of Jesus was to protect the integrity of the Church during the very difficult 
chapter of the Reformation.  One of his most eloquent insights is regarding the 
intimacy with Christ which is ours in the Eucharist.  He taught, “When we know 
Christ intimately, we will know what to do.”  The corollary is also true; unless 
and until we know Christ intimately, we will not know what to do.  All our ef-
forts to bring Christ to the world will be ALL OUR efforts if we have not first 
come to know and love Jesus in the Eucharist.  Everything we do must be 
grounded in the Eucharist.  Through frequent reception of communion, receiv-
ing the very Body and Blood of Jesus into our hearts, minds and souls and 
through frequent adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, allowing God in Christ to 
gaze upon us in the intimacy of the Chapel, we will come to an ever more trust-
ing and intimate relationship with Jesus.  Then all the anxiety in our hearts about 
“what to do next” will disappear. 
   
Faith in the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist requires courage.  Let us not 
quarrel among ourselves regarding what we will to be done; let us hold fast to 
one another in this communion and seek only God’s will for us, that all be 
saved, that all come to know the depth of God’s love 
poured out in Christ Jesus and shared with us in the Eu-
charist.  Then we can more easily follow Mary in her mis-
sion of giving birth to Christ, of bringing Christ to the 
world.

Jesus said to the crowd, “Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood 
has eternal life….” We can hardly blame the crowd for their shock at 
this statement — eating the Flesh and drinking the Blood of our Lord 
should cause us a bit of a shock. Yet how easy it is to show up at 
Mass Sunday after Sunday, receiving the Eucharist as simply part of 
a weekly routine. 
 

If we really spent time contemplating the gift our Lord is offering us 
in this sacrament, we would be awestruck at the love and power in 

this gift. Through it, our Lord is giving us the very best He has to give — Himself. Not even the 
greatest theological scholar or the holiest of saints can fully understand this mystery. 
 

Thankfully we don’t need to be a saint or a scholar to receive this gift. But we should do our best to 
receive the Eucharist with gratitude. And we can look to today’s readings to glean two fundamental 
principles for becoming better Christian stewards. 
 

The Eucharist is the foundation for a stewardship way of life. Through His gift of the Eucharist, God 
fills us with His love and strength. This love and strength empower us to live as generous stewards 
— to be faithful to the ministries we serve in, joyful in material giving, and offer our very best to our 
families and secular work. 
 

The Eucharist is the ultimate inspiration for a stewardship way of life. When we contemplate this 
gift of God, we will want to make a joyful return to Him. Mass will become anything but routine and
