On the US Department of Labor website, Labor Day is defined as 
follows: 

“Labor Day, the first Monday in September, is a creation of the  
labor movement and is dedicated to the social and economic 
achievements of American workers. It constitutes a yearly national 
tribute to the contributions workers have made to the strength, 
prosperity, and well-being of our country.” 
 

The first celebration of it was actually on a Tuesday, September 5th, 1882 in New 
York City.  By 1884 they were celebrating it on the first Monday of September, 
within a few years it was being celebrated in cities throughout the country, and in 
1894 it became a National holiday. 
 

Labor unions were appropriately the groups that would promote this holiday from 
the start.  Consider that this was in the heart of the Industrial Revolution, people 
were moving to cities for jobs as manufacturing was taking off.  But also, people 
would come to the city and be desperate for a job, the labor unions were starting up 
because people were being taken advantage of and their labor wasn’t appreciated, 
they were not appreciated. 
 

On Labor Day we recognize the value of all labor and recognize the contributions 
that one person’s labor brings to others.  We also realize that not only is this recog-
nizing the value of a person’s labor, but in doing so it is also recognizing the value 
of that person.  Our labor is a means that God has given us to participate in His  
creative work, to use the gifts He has given us to help ourselves, to help one anoth-
er, to become the people He meant us to be. 
 

Valuing a person and their labor doesn’t mean that we define them by their labor 
though.  The spirit that brought us Labor Day is the same spirit that gave us the 8 
hour work day and the 5 day work week, made laws against child labor, and the 
protection of people in the work place.  As we celebrate Labor Day may it be an 
expression of our appreciation of one another, our thanks to God.
