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Hello, 
Today, as I am writing this, is our first day of Fall.  

I’ve been noticing the nights getting longer and Thursday, our nights 
start becoming longer than our days.  Looking at the weather this week it 
looks like we are going to start seeing some more reasonable tempera-
tures too, considering it is no longer summer. I’ve always liked the 
change of seasons and thought that it would be strange to live some-
where where the days got shorter or longer, but the temperature really 
wasn’t changing that much.  Certain things are meant for the different 
seasons and I think the weather and the daylight all work together to re-
mind us of those seasons in the past. 
 I remember one Fall when I was young and my family drove up to 
Holy Hill.  It is just a little bit northwest from Milwaukee, where we 
lived, and a beautiful place for seeing fall colors close by.  From the 
name you might also guess it has something else too.  On the top of the 
hill is Holy Hill National Shrine of Mary - Help of Christians.  In 1863 
the first shrine to Mary was built there and then a new shrine was con-
structed in 1879 that started attracting many people.  The archbishop of 
Milwaukee decided that a religious order should administer the shrine 
and invited a group of Discalced Carmelites from Bavaria to do so in 
1906.  In 1926 they would build the third shrine to stand on that ground 
and the one that still stands there under their care today.  In 2006 it was 
dedicated as a minor Basilica.   
 One of the main memories I have of that visit was that I picked up a 
few different fall leaves that we were supposed to bring to school that 
week for some project.  I was probably in third or fourth grade and I 
don’t remember if the leaves were for an art or science class, but I re-
member I got them at Holy Hill where we also saw this beautiful shrine 
on top of the hill.  Even though it was a bit of a drive to get there, Holy 
Hill seemed the perfect place for this shrine on top of a hill covered with 
these beautiful trees in their fall colors. 
 As we go through a change of seasons, consider what memories it 
brings back for you.  And also, what are some memories we might wish 
to make that can show us the glory of God around us.

October is Respect Life Month, dur ing which Catholics in the Archdiocese of St. Louis  
and around the nation come together to serve as witness to the dignity of every human life. 
 

Parishes will kick off the month by marking Respect Life Sunday at Masses the weekend of  
Oct. 5 and 6. While the month of October is typically filled with events that promote the sacredness  
of human life, including the archdiocese’s annual Respect Life Convention, it’s also a reminder of  
the importance of promoting life issues as a way of life, throughout the year. 
 

Karen Nolkemper, executive director of the archdiocesan Respect Life Apostolate, noted that the  
collaborative effort of the pro-life movement must continue forward, especially as momentum  
toward a Supreme Court nomination grows.   

“Sometimes the evil one wants to say one person’s role in this pro-life movement is more valuable 
than another, and that’s a way the enemy brings about division,” she said. “We have done a good job 
of uniting other pro-life agencies, but we want to go beyond and reach out to other pro-life folks with-
in other faith backgrounds. Each organization has a very valuable role to play. It’s like an orchestra, 
where we need all of the instruments to play that beautiful music. We need all of the players to end 
abortion in our lifetime.” 
 

The Respect Life Apostolate promotes four pillars in promoting a culture of life, with the end goal of 
making abortion unthinkable. The pillars are Spiritual, Pastoral Care, Education and Public Policy.

We all have been given great power by God in the 
form of Time, Talents, and Treasure. Today’s 
readings remind us that this power is meant to be 
used for great good. And, the failure to do so has 
eternal consequences. 
 

We see the urgency for us to put our powers to good 
use in today’s Gospel passage from Luke. Our Lord 
tells the rather chilling parable of the rich man who 
ignored poor Lazarus during their lifetimes. At the 
moment of the rich man’s death, he goes down to 
the netherworld while Lazarus is taken to the eternal 
joy and comfort in the bosom of Abraham. The rich 
man keenly regrets his indifference towards the 
needs of Lazarus, but it is too late for regret. His 
choices have played out, and now the rich man will 
face the consequences of his failure to use the gifts 
God gave him. 
 

Pursuit of God’s kingdom and care for the poor are 
not trifling matters. Our Lord makes this clear to us 
over and over in the Scriptures and the constant 
teachings of our 2,000 year-old Church. We are free 
to ignore these teachings and live instead for our-
selves. But there will be tragic results for us in the 
end. And, because we are made for eternity, living 
selfishly on this earth doesn’t really bring us true 
happiness anyway. 
 

So how can we use our great powers for great good? 
By embracing a stewardship way of life. By putting 
God first in all areas of our lives — in the way we 
spend our time, the ways we share our talents, the 
ways we give of our financial resources. Steward-
ship living calls us out of our comfort zone and into 
commitment to the Lord and the things that matter 
to Him.

Dear Friends in Christ,  
  
On Sunday, October 6, 2019, there will be 
a special collection for the formation of 
permanent deacons in the Archdiocese of 

St. Louis. This collection relieves some of their finan-
cial burden for studies to become a deacon.  Since 
1977, 465 men have been ordained as permanent dea-
cons in the Archdiocese. There are 189 active deacons 
ordained for the Archdiocese and 102 retired deacons.  
There are 67 men in formation at this time.  
 

When the permanent diaconate program was initiated 
in the Archdiocese in January 1977, men went 
through a two-year formation program, with a third 
year of post-ordination formation.  Since then, the 
program has gradually expanded to five years of for-
mation, plus three more years of post-ordination for-
mation.    

Deacons serve in parishes, hospitals, archdiocesan 
agencies, and other organizations.  There are six dea-
cons who serve as Parish Life Coordinators.  Half of 
the active deacons continue to work full-time jobs, 
requiring them to balance family lives and professions 
with their ministry as a deacon.    

During formation and after ordination, deacons offer 
their time, personal gifts and material goods to build 
up the Church in the Archdiocese without compensa-
tion.  Their service extends into many areas of parish 
life, as they assist all of us in carrying out the mission 
of the Church.
