Blue Mass, Red Mass, White Mass. I don’t know if you
have heard of these or not but they are Masses that are
celebrated for people who work in particular professions.
The Blue Mass is a Mass for all public safety officials and
first responders. The Red Mass is a Mass celebrated annually for all members
of the legal profession. The White Mass for health care professionals and all
who serve the sick.

I will start by addressing the Red Mass, as it is the oldest. The first official
record of a Red Mass was in 1245 in Paris. The Mass noted the opening of
the court term. It is known to be referred to as the “Red” Mass beginning in
the early 1300’s in England due to the judges wearing red robes, and also the
priest would wear red vestments for the Holy Spirit, who’s gifts are particular-
ly desired in the work that the judges, lawyers, law school professors, law stu-
dents, and government officials would perform in the new judicial year. In
the United States a Red Mass is celebrated in the cathedral of many dioceses
the first week of October at the beginning of our Supreme Court’s fall term.
The Red Mass celebrated at St. Matthew’s Cathedral in Washington D.C. has
particular relevance as many of the Supreme Court justices, both Catholic and
non-Catholic, will attend.

The history of the Blue Mass goes back to Sept. 29, 1934 at St. Patrick’s Cath-
olic Church in Washington D.C.. It was celebrated in coordination with the
Catholic Police and Fireman’s Society to honor their members who had died.
This practice spread throughout the country and has especially become a
common practice after 9/11, recognizing the heroism of all the different types
of first responders who died for others on that day and who continue to serve
us today.

The beginning of the practice of a White Mass is not as clear. In the United
States it is known to have been celebrated beginning in the 1930’s with the
development of the Catholic Medical Association. The Mass is referred to as
“White” in reference to the color of garment that physicians and medical pet-
sonnel normally wore. It is normally celebrated around the Feast of St. Luke,
October 18t who was a physician and is the patron saint of physicians and
those in medical professions.

Hopefully the celebration of these Masses helps all of us to recognize and ap-
preciate the service of people in different professions and to be grateful for
what they do. But also, these Masses help to remind us of how we are all
called to live out our professions in service of God and one another, and to
be open to God’s blessing and guidance in all parts of our lives, including our
occupation.

Gratitude is the key to a stewardship way of life. Today’s readings demonstrate the
power and vital importance of gratitude in the life of the Christian disciple, for grati-

We see the power of gratitude on display in the Gospel passage from Luke after Je-

sus heals 10 lepers. “And one of them, realizing he had been healed, returned.” Only one of the 10
recognized the tremendous blessing he had received from Jesus, and he returned to thank Him.
While it’s easy to feel indignant at the failure of the nine others to return and thank Jesus, how often
do we fail to recognize the blessings, answered prayers, and healings (both physical and spiritual),

that the Lord showers upon us day and night?

The truth is that our very lives and every breath we take are His gift to us. But we can get so caught
up in the stresses and distractions of daily life that we lose touch with this truth.

The Samaritan reacts to his gift of healing with the proper response to our loving God. Recognizing
what he had just received from the Lord, he “returned, glorifying God in a loud voice; and he fell at
the feet of Jesus and thanked Him.” He was grateful for what God had done for him and this grati-

tude led to worship.

And because of this response, Jesus offered him a far more precious gift that physical healing; He
offered him the gift of salvation. “Stand up and go, your faith has saved you.”

Too often we hear the phrase, “Count your blessings, ” and write it off as nothing more than a trite
saying. Today’s Gospel shows us otherwise. Gratitude is powerful. It deepens our faith in God and

leads us to fitting worship of Him.
