May you find Christ here… 
                     ...may you bring Christ 
                     to the world. 
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In these final moments of our Advent Journey our desire 
to prepare a place for God is matched, and multiplied, by God’s desire 
to dwell within us.  David makes plans for a noble purpose, the con-
struction of a permanent house, or temple, for God to dwell.  “Here I 
am living in a house of cedar, while the ark of God dwells in a tent 
(2Sm 7:2).”  God has dwelt in the Tent of Meeting ever since he led 
Moses and the Israelites out of Egypt.  God had come down from the 
mountain to be near the people, yet he desired even more intimacy 
with us. 
 
God responds to David’s prayer with a two-fold promise:  Let me give 
you peace in this world and let me give you eternal life in the world to 
come.  “I will give you rest from all your enemies (7:11)…when your 
time comes and you rest with your ancestors, I will raise up your heir 
after you, sprung from your loins, and I will make his kingdom firm…
your throne shall stand firm forever (7:12-13).”   
 
We see the fulfillment of God’s promise in today’s Gospel, when the 
Angel Gabriel visits Mary, betrothed to Joseph, of the house of David.  
And God’s longing to be with us, to be our Emmanuel, is revealed in 
God’s decision to become human in the womb of Mary.  “You will 
conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you 
shall name him Jesus…The Lord God will give 
him the throne of David his father (Lk 1:31-32).” 
 
This is the Good News of our salvation.  It is about 
redemption from our sins; it is about our inability 
to save ourselves; it is about God’s abundant grace 
and mercy overflowing in our hearts; and it is 
mostly about this: God loves you more than even 
God can say.  All the prophets foretold it, but no 
one could imagine the deepest desire of God’s 
heart to be like us.  God shows us how to be human; God invites us to 
share his divinity; God answers our every prayer; and it is mostly this: 
God wants to dwell within you, God wants to dance with you; this is 
when our soul knows its worth.  All we can do is join Mary in her 
beautiful, eternal “yes” to God’s grace, “May it be done to me accord-
ing to your word (Lk 1:38).”

A steward makes God's love visi-
ble by imitating Jesus.  The more deeply one grows in love for God, the more one grows in heart to see stewardship as a 
way of life, a way of love, imitating God's love for us.  Stewards see everything good as gifts received from God and 
they respond in gratitude with the gift of self.  
 
1. Hospitality - Christian Kindness 
“When I was a stranger, you welcomed me.” Matt 25:35 
Jesus Christ teaches that whenever we welcome one of the least of our sisters and brothers, we welcome Christ Himself.  
Parishioners of a stewardship parish seed to see the face of Christ in one another.  A stewardship parish is a welcoming 
parish regardless of the parish demographics:  large or small - urban, suburban or rural. 
 
2. Prayer - A Heart to Heart with God 
“Prayer is as necessary to our souls as food is to our bodies” from Characteristics of a Christian Steward. 
 

Prayer and the sacraments dispose a soul to receive God's abundant graces, which are necessary to grow in holiness.  It is 
through prayer that we nurture our personal relationship with Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

Epiphany  
Home Blessing 

    
 

One interesting custom for Epiphany is for families to ask God's blessing 
on our own homes.  The ritual calls for parents to mark, with blessed 
chalk, the main entrance door with the initials of the Magi and a code of 
the current year.  This year's mark will be: 
 

20 + C + M + B + 18 
 

The numbers stand for the year in which the blessing is inscribed (2018).  
The letters stand for the names traditionally given the Magi who found 
the Christ Child:  Caspar, Melchior, and Balthazar.  They are also an ab-
breviation for the Latin blessing: Christus  mansionem  benedicat, or 
"Christ bless this dwelling."  Blessed chalk and holy water will be availa-
ble after masses the weekend of January 6/7. 
 

Gather your family at the main entrance to your home.   
All make the sign of the cross. 
 
Parent:   "Let us praise God, who fills our hearts and homes with  
     peace.  Blessed be God forever." 
 
Family:   "Blessed be God forever" 
 

Parent or reader: (reading from Sacred Scripture) 
 "And behold, the star that they had seen at its rising preceded 
 them, until it came and stopped over the place where the child 
 was. They were overjoyed at seeing the star, and on entering 
 the house they saw the child with Mary his mother.  They  
 prostrated themselves and did him homage."   Matt 2:10-11 
 

Parent imparts the blessing:   
 "Lord God of heaven and earth, You revealed Your only  
 begotten Son to every nation by the guidance of a star. Bless 
 this house and all who inhabit it.  Fill them with the light of 
 Christ, that their concern for others may reflect Your love.  
 We ask this though Christ, our Lord." 
 

Family: "Amen" 
 
Then the parent sprinkles holy water on those gathered and sprinkles it 
about the home. 
 

All are invited to bring a bottle from home for you to gather Holy 
Water from our Baptismal Font to help celebrate this Feast and  

to assist in your blessing."

16: 25-27; LK 1: 26-38 

 

“Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord. May it be 
done to me according to your word.” With those words 
our Blessed Mother Mary places her total trust in God. 
We are called to do the same, and this final Sunday of 
Advent is the time for us to do that, if we have not pre-
viously. Mary’s response to God is the same response 
we need to offer the Lord. It is most appropriate that we 
hear this message at this time and on this day. 
 

This took much more trust in the Lord than we might 
imagine. Mary agreed to receive a pregnancy that would 
be seen as suspect in a culture which had a potential 
death penalty for adultery. Spiritually speaking, there 
are similarities between the Lord’s work in Mary and 
His work in all of us. Jesus lives within each of us spir-
itually. He lived in Mary not only spiritually but also 
physically. 
 

Jesus was made visible to the world through Mary phys-
ically, but He should be made visible to the world 
through us as well. Who we are and how we relate to 
and treat others is a sign to the world of Who Jesus is 
and what a Christian is and should be. Are we showing 
the world what it means to be His disciple? Is there a 
better time than this to do so? 
 

The entertainer and comedian Bob Hope once said, “My 
idea of Christmas, whether old-fashioned or modern, 
is very simple: loving others. Come to think of it, why 
do we have to wait for Christmas to do that?”
