I know that Fr. Nick’s words usually occupy this space in your weekly bulletin, but 
this week he gave up some space so I can share some news with you all. Effective 
June 29, I will have a new assignment… sort of…. Archbishop Rozanski has assigned me to be the 
Vice President of Mission and Identity at St. Dominic High School with residence at Assumption 
Parish.  
 

When I was ordained a priest nearly two years ago Archbishop Carlson assigned me to be the  
Associate Pastor here at Assumption as well as serving as the part-time chaplain at St. Dominic 
High School.
