Good News — Since the COVID-19 cases continue to drop in our area and more
people are getting vaccinated the archbishop of St. Louis, Archbishop Mitchell
Rozanski, is lifting the dispensation of the faithful to attend Mass on Sundays
and Holy Days of Obligation as of July 1, 2021. (Archbishop Rozanski has
made a video inviting us all back to Mass in the following link: https://youtu.be/
dCYuyopNEVM).

Please note that this does not mean that the dispensation does not still exist for
those with special concerns. Parishioners who are sick, homebound, immuno-
compromised and gravely concerned for their health retain the dispensation from
the obligation to attend Mass, which has always been the case in normal times.
Rather, the lifting of the specific dispensation is a recognition that for the general
public these exceptions are no longer the case.

With the decreasing spread of the virus in our community we are also able to re-
lax some of our precautionary practices at Mass. We have already incorporated
these:

Those fully vaccinated are no longer required to wear masks in the church.

Those not fully vaccinated are asked to please wear masks except for when
they are receiving the Eucharist.

Part of the church will still have every other pew blocked to continue the full
6 ft. social distancing (for the rest of the church we ask that you still re-
spect social distancing as much as possible with a 3 ft. minimum).

Additional relaxations:

Holy water fonts will be filled with holy water.

Hymnals/Missalettes will be available for use from a book cart in the narthex
(we ask people to take one as they go in and please return it after Mass).
(Readings and hymns will still be projected for Sunday Mass.)

Offertory baskets will be used again for collections at Sunday Mass (starting
after July 1%).

Choirs will be returning within guidelines.

Restrictions remaining:

The distribution of the Chalice of the Precious Blood will not be reinstated at
this time.

Eucharistic Ministers will continue to wear masks when distributing the Eu-
charist.

Please let me know if there are other changes that you think would help us gather
to celebrate Mass. We are trying to provide an environment where all feel that

they can gather safely without undue fear of contracting the virus, but also to al-
low us to unite in our worship.
