Welcome 
Hello, 

This Wednesday is the feast day of St. Kateri Tekakwitha, the 
first Native American canonized a saint, so I thought I would share 
some information about her.  She lived between 1656 and 1680 and had an  

Algonquin mother, and a Mohawk chief was her father.  Her mother is 
referred to in some sources as ‘Christianized’ but it is unknown what she taught 
Kateri since when she was only four, her mother and the rest of her family would 
die from small pox. Kateri would survive but she was left severely scarred by the 
illness.  Her uncle, also a Mohawk chief, would raise her. 
 As a young girl she would hear three visiting Jesuits and be impressed by their 
words and actions.  When she came of age her uncle proposed numerous men to 
be her spouse, but she refused all of them, instead choosing to stay single despite 
punishments from her uncle to encourage her to marry.  Around the age of 19 or 
20 she would receive some instruction in Christianity and be baptized with the 
name of Catherine, which was spoken as Kateri in the Mohawk language. 
 With her conversion she would also take a vow of chastity, becoming even 
more firm in her resolve not to marry and even less popular with her anti-
Christian uncle and others in the village.  She would leave that village in the state 
of New York where she had lived and travel north to a Christian Indian mission 
near Montreal and become known as the “Lily of the Mohawks.”  She would only 
live to the age of 24 at which time she would die of an illness.  Along with her  
holy and devout life particularly witnessed over the last few years there were also 
numerous miracles and favors claimed to have occurred due to her intercession 
beginning almost immediately after her death. 

The Bishops of the United States of America first petitioned to Pope Leo 
XIII in 1884 to begin the beatification process for Kateri with the documents 
eventually submitted in 1931 and she would be declared Venerable in 1943.  In 
1980 she would be declared Blessed and canonized a saint finally on October 21, 
2012.  She is considered a patron saint for the environment and ecology as well as 
of Native Americans. 
 As you can see being declared a saint isn’t an easy journey.  But the most  
important part all began with how she lived her life before 1680, in a manner that 
would result in her eternity in heaven.  She and all the saints continue to offer us 
their intercessory prayers, may we look to them for help and inspiration in our 
lives.

Greetings from Ghana and from  STYDEC –(St. Therese Youth Development and Education    
Center). Thank you so much for giving us the opportunity to share our story and ministry with  
you through this year’s Mission Appeal.  As the time draws closer, I am pleased to inform you  
that, I, Fr. Paul Kala will be your missionary priest.  
 

I will be speaking on behalf of the Missionary Society of St. Theresa of the Little Flower also 
known as the Theresian Fathers, a religious community of priests and brothers in the Diocese of  
Wa in Ghana. The apostolate of the Theresian Fathers is Evangelization and Education in the most 
rural parts of Ghana. Rural, meaning, they have no clean  drinking water and no electricity. Some 
children have to walk several miles each day to school in a nearby town and back and usually do so, 
many a time, on empty stomach. We find it our calling to reach out and journey with such  
children and provide for their human and spiritual needs in whatever ways we can.  
 

One of our Ministries is the St. Therese Youth Center which we focus on this year for our Mission 
Appeal. There are two main projects for the course of this Mission Appeal; one is to drill 4 wells  
in six communities to provide clean drinking water for the children and their families and the  
second one is to provide one nutritious meal a day for the over 160 kids we work with in an after 
school program in northern Ghana. It costs $7,000 to construct one well and a 
budget of $10,000/year to feed the children. All funds from this Mission Co-
op in your parish will go directly to these two causes. In order to realize these 
goals, we count on your generosity.   
 

Thank you so much and may the risen Christ graciously bless you all.

Our readings today remind us to live our lives in total surrender to God’s care.  
 

The Gospel recounts when Jesus instructs His twelve apostles to begin their missionary work 
two by two. He encouraged them to take very little — a walking stick and sandals.  
 

If you can recall a time you packed for a trip, or even left the house for a day’s travel, you might 
remember making a list or packing days in advance. We tend to pack so we know we will be 
comfortable.  
 

If we extend this concept of "comfort" into other areas of our lives, we will most likely find a 
few instances where we ensure life is comfortable. It could be buying extra food at the grocery 
store, making sure we have the most updated technology, or even feeling safe in our bank ac-
counts.  
 

It is not bad to have extra food in the pantry or a new phone. And it isn’t bad to save money. 
These things can be good when used properly.  
 

But what if we are looking to these things for comfort, security or even happiness? 
 

Imagine if Jesus approached you and said, “Go out and do my work, but you can only bring a 
walking stick and shoes.” Would you be willing to surrender all the rest?  
 

A key component of living out our call as Christian stewards is total surrender. It is trusting in 
God during our best moments and our hardest. It is looking to Him for security, comfort and 
happiness.  
 

Reflect on the ways you might be looking for comfort in the things of this world. Tangibly find a 
way to become independent from that "thing" so that you can become more dependent on God.
