Hello,

This weekend we have a missionary preaching at all of the
Masses, Fr. Paul Kala. He will tell you about the missionary
work that he participates in and the people they are able to serve, and ask
for our generous support so that these missions can continue. What type of
mission work may we be called to?

When we hear the word mission we often think of foreign lands, often
where they may be very poor and have difficult times providing for their basic
physical needs, or at least people who are greatly different from us in some way
that allows us to bring something to them that they do not have. However, not
only is it something that may be different about them, but we realize that if we
are to be on a mission, to act in a missionary way, we usually consider it to be
calling us to act differently then we normally would. So what are some of the
ways in our life that we have seen others or found ourselves living ‘differently’
then we might, and what are the ways and things that cause us to act
‘differently’> What are some ways that we might have even seen people living
out their lives in a missionary manner but who live and interact with us each
day? I can think of a few I witness regularly:

#  People taking great effort and time caring for a parent, a child, a friend, some-
one they realized seriously needs a particular form or help. Sometimes even
for people they had no prior relationship with.

#  People accepting a position that we realize is more demanding and less reward-
ing in conventional ways (such as salary or recognition) for a cause or to be of
service.

#  People forgoing their free time (whether on a regular basis or for a specific pe-
riod like a vacation) in order to serve others.

#  People supporting another’s mission work (like we are asked to do today).

All of these show someone acting ‘differently’ for a reason, for a cause, for a
purpose, for a mission. The ‘difference’ we see we may think of as sacrifice,
but the more important reason it is done, is the mission.

We are a Catholic parish, so we naturally think of religious missions. So
what makes something a religious mission? Bringing the means to celebrate the
sacraments to people who don’t have that opportunity is one way, being able to
teach others about our faith is another. This teaching may be in schools or very
academic ways, or it could be by acts and witness of how we live our lives ac-
cording to that faith. As St. Francis of Assisi said, “preach the Gospel always,
and when necessary, use words.” Often the most visible part of missionary
work may consist of caring for someone’s physical needs, giving them the luxu-
ry of not being as concerned with the basic needs for physical life, while wit-
nessing our faith to them.

How can we live our lives in a more ‘missionary’ way today? And think,
wouldn’t it be great if that wasn’t seen as being ‘different’?

Greetings from Ghana and from STYDEC —(St. Therese Youth Development and Education
Center). Thank you so much for giving us the opportunity to share our story and ministry with
you through this year’s Mission Appeal. As the time draws closer, [ am pleased to inform you
that, I, Fr. Paul Kala will be your missionary priest.

I will be speaking on behalf of the Missionary Society of St. Theresa of the Little Flower also
known as the Theresian Fathers, a religious community of priests and brothers in the Diocese of
Wa in Ghana. The apostolate of the Theresian Fathers is Evangelization and Education in the most
rural parts of Ghana. Rural, meaning, they have no clean drinking water and no electricity. Some
children have to walk several miles each day to school in a nearby town and back and usually do so,
many a time, on empty stomach. We find it our calling to reach out and journey with such

children and provide for their human and spiritual needs in whatever ways we can.

One of our Ministries is the St. Therese Youth Center which we focus on this year for our Mission
Appeal. There are two main projects for the course of this Mission Appeal; one is to drill 4 wells
in six communities to provide clean drinking water for the children and their families and the
second one is to provide one nutritious meal a day for the over 160 kids we work with in an after
school program in northern Ghana. It costs $7,000 to construct one well and a budget of $10,000/
year to feed the children. All funds from this Mission Co-op in your parish will go directly to these
two causes. In order to realize these goals, we count on your generosity.

Thank you so much and may the risen Christ graciously bless you all.
