Assumption St. Vincent De Paul Needs YOU!!

Many of you may know how our own Assumption chapter of St. Vincent de Paul works with
many Neighbors in Need to help when they may encounter difficulties with utility bills, rent is-
sues, car repairs, food needs, etc. We would like to also draw attention to how homelessness is
affecting our community. At any given time in St. Charles County there are approximately 1390
homeless adults and children. Currently here in O'Fallon there are 273 homeless. There are 532
persons currently in area shelters (which includes 155 children). Unfortunately, there are no shel-
ters in the St. Charles County area that currently allow housing for males. With the absence of
public transportation in our area, it is very difficult to hold down employment especially if you do
not have a vehicle or a place to stay. There are some homeless clients who do however continue
to hold down jobs while living outside.

As calls for assistance continue to grow since the Covid pandemic, we would like to ask for any
assistance with our homeless client needs.

A few of the items that we are in need of at this time to help fight homelessness in our area are:

o Used adult bikes ( We give out many bikes during the year to help the homeless clients get to

work while living outside or in local hotels)

Tents - small size or 1-2 people ($24-$29 on Walmart.com or Amazon)

Sleeping Bags or Blankets

Single Air Mattresses

Gas Cards for QT - (We have many clients who live in their cars and occasionally need gas

cards to get to work or run their cars for A/C or heat.

o Walmart Gift Cards - Allows clients to purchase non-skid shoes & clothing needed for jobs
and phone cards

o Dollar Store gift cards or local food gift cards

o Flashlights or Lanterns

- Battery operated fans

STEAM instruction in Early Childhood
When Assumption received the $331,000 grant to improved learning,
teachers reviewed our curriculum and State standards to better develop
plans for teaching. Our Early Childhood teachers, PreK through 2™ grade, decided that a
“STEAM” (STEAM refers to science, technology, engineering, art and mathematics) classroom
would enhance inquiry learning for young children. Inquiry instruction encourages active (often
FORMATION hands-on) experiences that support building understanding and vocabulary, critical thinking, problem
Continuous solving, communication, and reflection. Our Early Childhood teachers will facilitate inquiry experi-
conversion  ences by creating opportunities for their students to learn about the world through STEAM lenses and
of mind and by asking high-quality, open-ended questions.
